VIEW A - A THROAT CEILING

Make electrical connections in junction box.

Mount housing to structure using included hanger bars. Adjust

butterfly bracket position using internal wing nut to bottom of slot,

so that housing is in the highest position with respect to butterfly

bracket. Mount housing so that face of throat is 1/4" above

topside of ceiling/bottom of framing members.
