Install ceiling assuring cut-out aligns with center of housing
throat. Lower housing by loosening internal wing nut on butterfly

bracket and moving housing down until face of throat meets face
of ceiling.

For flanged trim ensure is properly secured with the springs. If
trim is not flush with finshed ceiling, remove trim by pulling
downward on trim until springs disengage from throat. Loosen
wing nuts inside housing and move housing up or down as
required, re-tighten wing nuts. Re-install trim.
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Push trim into throat until springs catch the top of the throat and
flange of the trim is flush against the ceiling. For zero trim push
trim into throat until ball plungers catch the retainers.

For flangeless trim, ensure trim is properly secured with the ball
plungers. If trim is not flush with finshed ceiling, remove trim by
pulling downward on trim until ball plungers disengage from
throat. Loosen wing nuts inside housing and move housing up or
down as required, re-tighten wing nuts. Re-install trim.
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
