JUNCTION BOX

Refer to cutsheet for ceiling cutout dimensions. Install blocking

tied to framing based upon ceiling cut-out dimensions. Cut rect-

angular ceiling cut-out and install sheetrock so that ceiling cut-

outs and blocking align.

CONNECTOR, BY OTHERS

Prior to installing the housing in ceiling. Connect power to

housing at junction box on housing. 

Lift housing into cut-out until mud flange is in contact with ceiling

and flush all around. Secure housing to ceiling/blocking using

appropriately sized sheetrock screws to engage blocking by 3/4"
